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Easy way to hand wash small piecesof fabric or applique.

Items you'll need -- A salad spinner from the discount store -- it is plastic and designed to spin ex-
cess water when washing lettuce and other salad greens. Usually cost less than five dollars.

If I purchase small pieces of fabric such as charm squares or block of the month kits, | usually like
to preshrink the fabric. After all stitching is finished; | also soak my appliqued block in warm soapy
water to remove the washable glue stick. When | purchase vintage hankies, | launder them care-
fully by hand. So | find many uses for the salad spinner.

Hereiswherethe salad spinner comesin -- after rinsing the fabric, hankie or applique blocks|
place them in the salad spinner and spin. The excess water spins out and the small fabric pieces or
blocks are not dripping wet so are easier to separate and hang to dry. They dry faster and | don't
get wet trying to hang them on the clothesline or hangers.
